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N India in the pristine times, males snd females
were given the same sort of education, but the
scheme proved to be ibcongruous, as yeais rolled ov, on
many grounds, which necessitated selection of such subjects
which were suitable to the fair sex. If was decided that
the study of the religious books and the domestic duties
would be more suifable to them and so female ecuci-
tion in India was based on the religious principles, or
say, on religion itself and the household duties, for morality
was found to be fundamental. Knowledge of itself, unless
wisely directed, may merely make bad men more
dangerous”’. \_In the upinion of & great scholar, morality
is the source of religion7] “Education should be such”,
says Liord Averbury, ‘‘that youth might learn, and®age-
might remember the lessons of patriotism and loyslty,
of sslf control and virtue”. Support to this idea has ever
been wholesome, and there are many authoritative versiors,
which also approve the idea stoutly.

As the culture of children is & great concern of their
mother, it is lasid down in the ‘Light-of Truth’, that



“Blessed is the mother who never ceases {o impart a
religious tone to fhe mind of her children from<the concep-
tion till hiz knowledge is perfect”. The sound knowledge
of religion for parents is essential, as without it, they can-
rob instil virtues in their own children aul capnot bring

them Lp to the resl standard of "..uz. “Hathers, .nothers
ad ttors,” says the Taitriva Lg‘.mahsa ‘should always
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give bheir chld an and students geod counsel and they
sheuld siso advisa them to imbibs their virtues, but avoid
their vices”. ™This idea neads no publication to Indis only,
Lus its need iz world-wide. “Knowledgs”, says, D¢, Sailes,
‘must be sllied to goodness snd wisdom, and embodied, in
upr 'g'L character ; else i§ i noughb. Pestalozzi even held
intzliectnal training by itself to be pernicious, insisting that
the rooss of knowledge must strike and feed in tha soil of
religinus rightly govern~d will. Tkre sacquisition of know-
ledge muay, it 13 true, peotectd s man against the meaner
felenics of Iife, but pot in any degres against its selfish
vices, unless foréified by sound principles and habits,
Eence do we fiad in daily hfe so many instances of men
who are well informed in inteliect, but utterly deformed in
chagacter; filled with the lesrning of the schools, yef
possessing liztle practical wisdom, and offering examples for

warning than imisation.”
VWOMAN'S NATURsAL TENDENCY

Though the religious study formed the main thems
of tho female educativa in India, yet, In many cases, the
innate wickedness of women afiracted them towards vices.
They mostly applied education and wit to help them to
reach the outrance of the shady side of life, and becsme
run-rioters, in ihe sams way, &8 the blue stocking cof
Europe defends her right of receiving her male friends in
privacy. “Mind wishont conduct, cleverness withouf
gocdness,” says D, Bmiles, “are powers in their way, but
they may be powers only for mischief,”



Such jnstances convimced the world thet to impart
eduncation to females wrs damgerons, ss is is apparvent
from the German seying “Che Wardrobe was the lbrary
of the women,” and the Freach orovsrb which coufirms 1t
thet “Girls should be kept either within the four evangelists
or four walis.” The cousequence was thaé women in
Huorope were kept in igunorance, becanse it was thoughs
wise nod 0 give them &uy educasion, in the place of the
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right one which was not possible there. In that stute ¢
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sffairs, Kunrope progressed dey ared nighé. Bnt since b
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firme, the Huropean women arve considered ednzated, $ha
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or during the Mahabharat sge. Tho eause of destrustios
{ Mshebharata ) of India wes women and the causas of faii
of Hurope will certainly be matiers concersming wemen
{or their hedonism). -She has always been 4he main csuss
of bringing about such affsirs, in the world aad shat is why,
Chanakya leid down that women shonld not ha trasted o
all and that she husband’s line of action must be followed by
the wife also. YWhiaen man is considered whols and sole to
his wife, there arises no necessity to imparf her any cort of
education separately, but it must be duty bonnd on hasbands
fo give them instructioas according o the nalure and nesds
of their housebold duties and family life.

TEE ENGLISE IS DEFECTIVE

Observing the above facts, it is not wise fu supplant
our eduecation by Enghsh, the syastem of which is Hawy, ng
it is not based on geod principles, and does not contsinn cny
thing of utility and refinerment or atticism. Many authoriin-
tive English persons themsalves corroboraie she doom of it.
“In the last peperstion,” says Lioxd Avebury, “we wire
content to lef many of cur children grow up witheout knowing
pow to read and write. Even now we hesr some parsons
deprecate ‘our education’ though, to do them justice, what
in most chees they really mesn is an education out of



relation to the daily hfe. Somse there still are who grudge
the expenses. Bat if our children have now neurly all some
education, it may well be doubled, though, I will not here
enter into the guestion, whether We have yet adopted the
most saitable system. I will only say that we seem fo
have urdualy neglected moral education in our schools.”
Commenting on the remarks of Bacon, regarding reading,
Tsord Avebury says: “we must noé forsake Minerva and the
Mnses, but yet we have never sufficiently based our educa-
sion the Bible of Nature.” ““We talk of spread of knowledge’’,
s3ys Dr. Smiles, “in these days, but I fear the koowledge
19 spread so widely, and in such &hin layers, that it only
serves to ravesl the mass of ignorance lying beneath.
Never perhaps were books more exbensively read, or less
studied; snd the numier is rapidly increasing of those, who
t1ow a little of every thiwog, but nothing well. Buch
vesdars have basa hk-ning t9 a certain sort of pocket knife,
which eome paople catry about them, which in addition to
a common koife, contains a file, a chasil, a sew, a gimle§,
2 screw driver, and a pair of scissors, but all so small that
the moment they are needed for use, they are found
uselass,

“Hence it iz nob emough mevely to have books, or
know where to read up for information, as we want it
Practical wisdom for the purposes of life, must be earried
about with wus, and be ready for usa st call. It is not
sufficient that we had a fund laid wp at home, but not a
farthing in the pocket; we must carry abount with us a
store of the current coin of knowledge, ready for exchange
on all ocensions, also we are comparatively helpless when
the opporturity for action occars”. “Maass edneation', says
judge Lindsey of America, “has put a little learning into
every blessed child’s brain and you all know that a little
learning is & dangerous thing. The result has been that
every idiot has learned to question why, to cavil st establi-
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shsd moral usages and conventions and o settle his course
of conduct *as his sweet pleasure and inclination dictate
and these dictates to the ordinary adolescent youth poins
out very paturally to the sex indulgence’.

In defence of the newspapers language, Mr. Adolph
[dyers siys: “If any ome is responsible for sensational
Newspapers, it is not Lond Northelf, not yet
Lord Riddel.  Surely it is the Board Schools who provide
their reading public””. Fuarther in the same connection, he
says: ‘‘England and America have had some fifty years of
Board Schools, which were, it is now agreed, bad schools,
India has yet to have her’'s; ard she may, if she is wise,
make them good ones’.

Compariog the statuz of Indian students with those
of Mingiand and America, one can say that the excrescence

of tha Foglish and American schools is taught in Indis.
Thersfore, it is true that in Indian schools, education of
the worst type is given, which ig dilsting great notoriety in
the country and causing the fail of movality in India.

Speaking about study, from which one cannof get any
thing of the tip-top natare, Liord Bolingbroke discreetly
said that |“Whatever study tends neither directly nor
indirectly to make us better men and citizens, is at best
but a specions and irgenicus sort of idleness, and the
kanowledge we acquire by i%, only accreditable kind of
ignorance—nothing more’’.

ENGLISH IS ANTI-VIRTUOUS

From the above quotations if is ostensibly clear thab
the English education is internecine. It degiades charac-
ter, eucourages to tell a lie, imhibes hypocrisy and permits
drinking etc. ‘“Who is more dishonest, the educated or
uneducated ?” This was the question thai was discussed
in the Bombay Legislafive Assembly. The majority con-
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tended that the educated pecple are more dishonest acd
less sincere than the uneducated, There were, says Dr.
Smiles, “wise, valian and trus heerted men bred in Hng-
lend, long before the existence of a reading public.
Magnecharta was sccured by men who signed the deed
with their marks. 'i'bug the foundation of ¥nglish Liberty
was jaid by men, who though illiterate, were noveriheless
of the very highest stamps of character”.

Osace o man wrote io Bir W. Scots that educsaticn is
reepected more than envihing in the world, Scott
replied that Giod may not #: &0, otherwise the world will
suffer much, He wrote that he read many books and mst
meany great scholave, Lut he could dare say that in poor
ang illilerate persons bs found many such things as desp
thought, trath, respect for justice and moral etc,, which in
highly ecucated and great pandits it is not to be feund
HWewspaper editois are among those persons Who &ie
coasidered the great savants, but he knows what borricie
lies they write in their papers. “Now-a-days in news
papers’, says Mr. Ram Chandra Verms, “lie occupicm the
most importsnt and great space, Indian  Newspap
editors do not krow so much le telling, bus Ezc:
Newspaper editors teil much lie. It has become a chic of
thoss editors, or it is their legal procedure to pail the long
bow and paint svery thing falsely sccording to their motive,
In the business of hatchet throwing, editors are verv adeps,
American edifors, especially, are very greaf liara, In that
couniry, even advertisc:s eve licrs. Those who had boen
4y pmanerics, gay thal the trade of that country'depem’-s
rmostly on lie. Traders crsck vp quite feignedly their
grticles and publi-h lengihy adserticements in the Nowy-
papers; it 13 nok olf, as they publish even mendasions cer:i

fleates in resnact of their arviicles,

They nevev cave icr

the quality and utiiizy of their articles. They desire osly

fo trade cn them and for thab thep try to palm“them off.



‘Their exsmple is also being followad in this couatry and so
the fal:e advertisements are increasing hare”. DBub as
India is the mother of a great philosophy, lie cannat taka its
fail bound here; Indian editors cannot be liars like ths
occidental ones.

Only the following Eaglish motto will couvines one of
its heing anti-virtuous aad the gensrator of ke ard dis-
konecty.

“Jind Fustifiss The HMeans”.

The meaning of the phrase i3 that you must achieve
stucces?, not rminding the meszng employed, may it bs
hypocrisy, sophistry, murder, or any damn thing, as success
wiil only be counted upon and nobody will care in the
jeast, in its presence, for the means. “It is not,” says Dr,
Smiles, “bow much a man koows that is of sc much
importance, as the end and purpose for which he kncws it.
The object of knowledge should be to wmature wisdom and
improve character, to render us beiter, happier and wmore
useful ; more benevolent, mors energetic and more efficient
in the pursuit of every high purpose in the life”. ‘“It has
been well said”, says Liord Avebury, “that a Man needs

knowiedge, not merely WW llvel:hcod but_as 8 |

"

means of ufe .

The main object cf the KEnglish educated persons,
ecpecially in Indis, is to get service and so it is taught here
for this purpose only. If an Koglish educated Indian
cannot get service, his life becomes worthless and onerous,
58 except that—and doing persons in the eya and browa—
ke can dc nothing in the world. Many uneiwployed English
educsted persons, especially graduates have been brought
to booxz for these crimnes, These felonies are increasing day
by day, as they are not faughst that thess are sins or
crimes, but the success will justify the end. This
mentality , is very much fomenting the commission of
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the crimes. Such success, for the time, may bring some
benefit, but in tke end (or before the Creator, who is the
Judge of the Judges), it will be accounted as the fatal
fiasco. “In aspiring”, says Lord Avebury, ‘however be
scrupuious about the means as well as the end. An apparent
rise, if obtained by evil means, is really a fall”. “Pure love of
truth,” says Dean Stansly, “how very rare and yet how
very beneficient”. We do not see its merits at once. We do
rot perceive, perhaps, in that or the next gensration, how
widely happiness is increased in the world by the discover-
ies of men of science, who have pursued them simply and
golely because they were attracie! idwards them by their
singleminded love of what was $:o”. Bub truth is a great
menace to the main aims c¢f ,Jaglish educa%ion, namely
Policy and Tact.

One must admit thsj truth though it has many draw-
backs in this material vorld, is the marrow of life; as it is
the only source, which purges the soul and mind, Sophisin
may bring success in the world of trade and imperialism,
bot beyond the veil, truth will prevail over it by far.
-“There are Innumerable quahties”, says Max Muller,
“which make the man, and {it him {for that work in life
which he is meant to do. DBut there is one quality essen-
tial, without which & man is not a man, without which no
really great life was ever lived, without which no really
great work was ever achieved—that is truth, trnth in the
jinward parte. Liook st all the really great and good men.

Why do we call them great and good ? Because they dare
to bs what they are”.

For truth with tireless zeal they sought;
In joyless paths they trod:

Heedless of praise or Llame they wrought,
And left the rest to God.

But thoneh their nanes no poet wove

ENGLISH EDUCATION—THE MOTHER OF VICES

In Epglish schools, unhike cur Gurukuis sfudents ave
pnot impressed upon o preserve the reproduictive elements,
which give healib, sirength, energy and inteliect—-the
source of happiness—and to speak the truth, to obey pa-
rents and tutors, in ell good things (but tutors in the West
are considered ushers) and to abstain from animal dist apd
spirituous liguors,

First of all, nothing of this type is prescribed even in
the curriculum of Hnglish educstion &nd secondly, no regard
is ever paid to the moral qualities of the preceptors—the
most fundamental thing in the annals of the history of eda-
cation; on account of personal coniact, examples of teachers
are much more effscsive than the intrinsic cffsci of sduca-
tion itself. Therefore, in Indin the moral gualities of
teachers are always .considered first and the educasional
(ualifications in the last. For the gnidance and general
information of all, ths qualifications of desirable and un-
desirable teachers are given in the ‘Light of Truth’, as
foliows:—

Qualifications of Teachers:—

‘““He slone is a wise man, who is never idle

nor lazy, nor sffected by pleasure or pain, pro-

fit or loss, honour or dishonour, pablic applauss

or censure, has always a firm faith in Dharms,

and cannot be tempted by sensual objects.

To practice virtue and avoid sip, abstaining

from speaking ill of God, of the Vedas angd of

righteous living, have unbouaded faith in God,
verily these are the duties of a wise man”,

Characteristics of Undesirable Teachersi—
“He who has peither read a Shastra, ner heard
it read, i3 extremely vain, builds castlesin the
air though poor, wishes to obtain thipgs with-
ou$ sny exeri:ona on his paré, is called fool by
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the wise. He, who enters an assembly or
anotber man’s house uninvited and ocenpies
& seat above his rank, jabbers a great deal
without being asked (to speak), is credulous,
that is trusts the untrustworthy or believes
that ought oot to be believed, is verily a fool
and the lowest of the [ow”.

The selection of teachers is not made by the educa-
tional department according to the virtuous quslities, and
thevefore, the staff conbaing, more undesirable hands than
desirsble ones, The fault dees not lis with the department
only; the fact is that morality as laid dowa abave is very
rare among the English teachers and consequenily among

ha taught. The bad behaviour and misconduct of fea-
chers coms to light very often, owing to the presence of
the undesirable element in the msjority of them. The
hebaviour of certain Cailcutta teachers, with a womsan
teacher is the example of the worst type. Their immoral
connechions with thelr students are aldso0 not screemed out
from the public eyes. Commenting on spread of the un-
netural crimes (sodomy) Mr:. Amar Pal Singh Visharad has
ginted in his Bara Kokshastrs that: “This vice is not only
pravalent in dunderheads and scapegraces but in Instroc-
tors, Teachers and Masters also. It is seen that such
Teachers do not admonish, those students, who are hand-
some and beautifal, even for faults, Thsy assign seats to
them near themselves and promote them in case of failure”.
Of course many repes of both kinds, are committed in
schools, as it is evident ivom their over-flow to courts now
-and then. And so it isno consternation if an educational
department of a province, in the last decade, found about
fifty percent girl students pregnant,

How can one then forestall such teachors to implant
in their pupils such good gualities ag truthfulness, in word,
deed and thought, atticism, self-control, gentleness of dis-
position efe. ? “Wherever such men”, says Swami Dayanand
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Saraswati, ‘“‘occupy the position of teechers, preachers,
and praceptors, and are honoured, there ignorance, untruth-
fulness, bad mauvners, discord, strife and disunion grow and
thereby misery and sorrow 1ocreass’. The cther thing,
which comes in the way of thess teachers, iz sheir status,
for which they 2re much handicapped to enforce vy thing
on their students, who consider whernselves superior lo the
teachers. 8o to fuifill their duties, teachers seck the help
and friendship of the sindents, which in close countact and
intimacy kurns to evil doings, Tne poiential danger wus
already apprehended by Liord Avebury from the behaviour
of the students, and considering the present system of edu-
cation, he said: “That it was recessary to be carcful lest
children shouid be raised abose their station”. It is taro-
ing to be true, and i$ will remain a grest daoger, so long
as the status of teachers remains like that of an usher. One
is ressonable $o think that the present status of the tewcher
is the consequence of the Child Wellare Act. Buf this
must be instilled in mind that this Act is of some benefit
for the ruling nations in the doys of aggression, as the
Pathani temper is desired by them for the ruled ones. In
countries hike India, the Act aiways creates grievances, and
causes disturbance of peace, as it engemders iiberty of
actior, which is destroying the moral of the couniry.
“Those children alone become well b:haved, refined, scholar-
ly”, says Patapjili, *“whose parents do not indnlge them;
but on the other hand, always reprimand them when neces-
SATY.

Beasides the above things, the intexicants used by all
in the West, should not be connived at. The Western
civilisation has also brought it to India. “The Waestern
civilisation,” says Mr. Ramr Chandra Verms, “inter alia,
has also spread many vices in this conntry; ore of them is
wine drinkirg. In our country lignor drinking is one of the
five great sins. But now-a-days there are many such per-
sons, who instead of gonsidering it 3 vice, consider it a
virtue, or at least they think it necessary for the fashion”.
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Except a few msgnanimcus persens like Msbatma
Gandni, all who had kesus to Europe for atudy, on busiress
or on plessure tours etc, have acqired the evil Psbit of
hignor drinking and mer$ eating. Hven HGngland retired
Brahmine and Jains are npenly trking shese thinga, thongh
the ethics of their castes nnd religions are deadly inimical
‘5 the use of such things: “In every eduacated families,”
Favs prefessor Galshan Rai, *‘the use of tea is compulsory,
which they take many times in a day and it is also believed
that they have contracted the evil habit of liguor drink-
ing.”

It does not bent the Dntch, if the following vices are
corrmon in Enghsh students; “Physicel, and mentsl inex-
tiz, ude of insoxisanis, 1 stuation, idle gossip, neglect of
studios, vanity end wank of Brahmacharya (preservation of
reprndnctive elements), thess seven vices sre to bs fcund
swong sindents”. “How cza a pleasure hunier”, eays
Mahabbarata, “ar quire knowledge? And how can a student
enjoy sensuous pleasures (and yet acquire learning)?
Often knnwledge bids farewell tn sensnous pleasures”,

POZITION OF TEACHER IN THE EAST

In Vodic and other religions of the Wast, the teacher
occupies & graat pog'tion. He is revered hike parents—-in
fome respecss even more thin parcents. Ia the Kast, the
tescher’s pisifion i the sime as thst of tha preachersin
the Wess, All this is oot due 6o hig learning, but becanse
of his marked charscter and other golden qualities, eru-
merated ahove,

Tescher in the Hast is considered a true living god
and his precedance is just below the parcnts, *“Never reg-
lect”’, says Taitriya Upanishad, “to serve your father, mother,
teacher #.d all preachers of the true religion”. The great
influence of teachers on their pupis is clear from tha foi-
lowing statement of Patanjili who requires to admonish
their pupiis. He says: “Those parents and tutors who ars
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pot slow to reprimsnd their children snd pupils (when
ceeded) are as if giving them a dzink of immorbality; bus
those who indalge them arve, in fact, giving poison, and are
thus the cause of their ruin, because indalgence spoils child-
ren, whiis§ (occasional) reproof develops good qualities in

EHGLISH IS NOT CULTURAL sE LUCATION

Education is intended to ameliorate knowledge and
tnowiadgs s required to geé emancipation, which: can only
he attained by purging the soui and worshipping God.
Expiriniog the canses of Bondage and Emancipation, in
she ‘Light of Trutk’, Swsmi Dayanand Saraswati saye:
“Qredience to the will of God, disassociation from sin,
icnoranee, bad compasy, evil influences and bad habits, the
practice of trathfulness in speech, the promotion of public
gnnd, even handed justice, rightecusness and advancement
of knowledge, worship of God Glorification, prayer and
¢ mamunion—in other words, the practice of Yoga, study
and tuition or instruction of others, and advancement of
know!edge by righteous efforts, the employment of best
means sowards the accomphishment of cne’s object, the
regulation of one’s conduct in strict accordance with dicta-
tes of even-handed justice which is righiecusness, and so
cn sre the mesns of obtsinirg Tmsucipation, whilst the
reverse of these, disobedience to the Divine Wiil and the
Liks Isad to Bondage”. Are there any such things to be
found in the whole Western Jliterature? Christianity does
not believe in these things.

To follow the above things, cur culture interdicts us to
asscciate with liars, hypocrities, selfish and deceitful per-
sous, because persons in majority go after the examples of
others, end so bad society iurns out bad characters, as
the ccmpany of drunkards mekes drunssrds, and that of
gamblers produces gamblers, “Let s man”, says Swami
Dayanand « Saraswati, ‘oever associate with those, who
are atheisis and liars, not with those who sare indolent,
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guilty of breach of faith, hypocritical, selfish and deceitfal”.
“It is fact that in a family of sots or gamblers”, saysn
writer, “all offsprings of the fanuly are found to be drun-
kards ot gamblers”. That is why, in Indis, professions
are caste professions. IXducation is that which helps one
to scquire knowledge, culture, rightecueness, self-control
and the Lko virtues, and eradicates ignoramce and evil
habits”. It does not contsin in reading and writirg only.
“Resding and writing”, says Lord Avebkery, “Arithmetic
and Gremmar do not constitute Edue:ii u any more than
s knife, fork and epoon constituts n divner, Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob could neither ress mor write, and probably
were quite ignorant of the rule ¢© thres”. “Reading is of-
ten but a mere passive receptica of other men’s thoughts”,
says Dr. Smiles, “there being litile or no active effort of
the mind in the transaction. Then bhow much of our read-
ing is but a sorf of indulgence, an intellectual dram-drinking
creating o gratefnl excitement for the moment without
the slightest effect in improving and enriching the mind or
building up character. Thus many think that they are
cultivating their minds, wheun they are only killing time, of
which perhaps the best that can be said is, that it merely
keeps them from doing worsé things......... The education
which cannot inspire a man with justice, should not be
called education, in reality. Education or knowledge,
should be such 4s may create in us picus thoughts and
direct in the paih of justice”.

EMNGLISH 18 SPREADING IGNORANCE

The definitions of various kinds cf ignorance are given
in Yoga Shactra S:dhanpals, thus: “The false notion that
the transient world and worldly things (such as bodies) are
eternal or 1n other words thet the world of effects, that we
see and feel, has olways Leen existing and will continue to
exigt for ever, and ihat by virue of the power of Yoga the
physical bodies of godly iren become imperishable, iz ths
first kind of ignorance.  To regard impure things such as
jusbfulnees.and urtvuthiulpess, ag pure, is the second kind
